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The production, accumulation and use of weapons of mass destruction is one
of the controversial topics of the current era, whose religious and moral legiti-
macy has been deeply noticed by scholars in the field of religions and scholars
in the field of ethics. Many Islamic scholars consider the verse i'dad, i.e. verse
60 of Surah Anfal, to be the proof of the permissibility and even the obligation
of making and maintaining public weapons that will cause fear in the hearts of
the enemy and prevent them from attacking. Based on this, the production and
maintenance of weapons of mass destruction will also be obligatory according
to the mentioned verse. Of course, the jurists mention reasons for assigning
the mentioned verse about weapons of mass destruction, according to these
reasons, weapons of mass destruction will be excluded from the obligation
extracted from the said verse, and according to these special reasons, mak-
ing and maintaining the aforementioned weapons is forbidden. Considering
the national but also beyond the national importance of the mentioned issue
and the need to know the relevance of religious teachings about this important
global issue, it is necessary to research the relevance of these reasons in this
regard. Based on the findings of this research, which was written in a descrip-
tive- analytical method, by reflecting on Razavi’s hadith “Idha Jara al-Sultanu
Hatat al-Dawlah”, the mentioned verse can be interpreted in such a way that its
inclusion in relation to weapons of mass destruction will be distorted, not the
original inclusion will be ascertained and its exit requires special evidence. In
other words, the aforementioned weapons are specifically excluded from the
scope of the aforementioned verse without the need for allocation.
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Introduction

The Holy Qur’an is the first and main source of rulings, the analysis and appli-
cation of its guidelines is the way forward for human society, and with its com-
prehensiveness, it provides the needs of human life and guarantees the guidance
of mankind. By introducing the extravagant nature of humans, the Holy Qur’an
provides limits and regulations to regulate their relationships, and since the world
is continuous, it is the field of good and evil, benefit and harm, and the occur-
rence of differences is inevitable, the order of the Holy Qur’an The vigilance and
constant preparation of Muslims is to avoid surprises and prevent material and
spiritual damages. One of the important verses that are discussed in this context
1s verse 60 of Surah Anfal, known as the verse of numbers, in which God com-
mands Muslims to be always prepared and equipped with defense forces. One of
the challenging issues regarding this verse is the inclusion or non-inclusion of the
verse regarding weapons of mass destruction. weapons of mass destruction; It is
a weapon whose use causes extensive casualties without distinguishing between
military and civilian targets and extensive damage to the environment and hu-
man facilities. These weapons, which are included in Annex No. 2 of the Second
Protocol of the Paris Agreements for Accession to the North Atlantic Treaty of
NATO, include all types of nuclear, chemical and biological weapons. The appli-
cability and generality of the verse has caused many jurists to infer the permissi-
bility and even the obligation of making and using this type of weapons from the
noble verse, and then believe in its allocation with other evidences. Due to the
importance of this issue, it has been addressed in this research. What is mentioned
in the verse as the central goal is (to frighten the enemies of God and the hidden
and open enemies from taking action against Muslims)). In the defense literature,
this approach is called deterrence, which is the policy of dissuading the enemy
from taking action and convincing the opposite party that the cost and conse-
quences of his action are greater than the possible benefits obtained. The tool
mentioned in the verse as a means of deterrence is continuous preparation and
equipping with defensive means that provides the security of the Islamic society
and is even the source of the law ((precedence and precedent)); Riding and shoot-
ing in the era of revelation of the Holy Quran has been the best tool to strengthen
against the enemy and ensure the security of the society, which is obviously not
original and objective as the only tool of preparation against the enemy, but it is
a way for Muslims to prepare and repel the enemy. This and the application and
generality of the verse have caused the majority to promise the permission and
even the necessity of equipping with all kinds of weapons and even weapons of
mass destruction. If, based on the findings of the research, the meaning of the
verse is that the weapons of mass destruction will have a specialized output. The
word used in the Holy Qur’an to scare the enemies is the word “rehb” which in
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Arabic indicates a special type of fear and is placed in front of “khoof”. Fear is
anti-security, that is, fear that destroys the security of the other party, while fear
is against the desire of the enemy, and it includes fear that by increasing the cost
of action, the desire and desire of the enemy for Eliminate any aggression against
Muslims. Therefore, weapons of mass destruction and deterrence through pre-
emptive attack are outside the scope of the meaning of the verse due to targeting
security. This difference distinguishes deterrence in Islam from deterrence in the
international arena, which is based on the absolute absurdity of the means used.
Islamic marketing is an active defense that does not threaten the security of oth-
er countries. Creating this fear in the source of the threat causes deprivation of
the will to commit aggression. Another proof of the specialized departure of the
instruments of mass killing from the scope of the meaning of the verse is that
although the introduction is obligatory, it is obligatory, and apparently any tools
and instruments that are needed to achieve deterrence become obligatory, but it
is determined in the principles of jurisprudence that if the compliance with the
lawful order stop using preliminaries and tools, only legitimate and halal tools
and equipment should be used, even if the reason that commands its compliance
is absolute. In other words, forbidden people will be out of the scope of meaning.
For example, the Shariah obligation of Hajj or paying alimony to one’s wife and
children does not mean that one should go to Hajj even if it is with forbidden or
usurped money or cover the expenses of one’s wife and children even if it is with
stolen money. complied with the mentioned orders. That is, it is not the case that
the Holy Shari’ah first made it obligatory to perform Hajj and pay alms for the
dependents with any possible means, then allocated the illegitimate means and
preparations by another reason, but from the beginning, the legitimate and per-
missible preparations and means were taken into consideration. Therefore, when
God orders the preparation of Muslims against the enemy and to frighten them,
this preparation should only be achieved with legitimate means, and preparation
with haram processes and means was not implied in the verse from the beginning.
Also, the purpose of preparation in the verse is simply to scare the enemies of
God and the enemies of Muslims, while the weapons of mass destruction, due to
the lack of separation between military and civilian targets and the wide scope
of destruction, cause fear in all humans, which is aimed at The verse is not con-
sistent. The principle of separation between military and civilian goals is one of
the principles of humanitarianism in Islam, which is also considered in interna-
tional law. According to this principle, war is solely the work of the military, and
only they have the authority to engage in hostilities, and war is fought only with
combatants. Civilians must avoid hostile actions and are protected by religion if
they do not participate in war. This issue has a revelation in Islam and it is clearly
addressed in verse 190 of Surah Al-Baqarah. The defensive behavior of the Holy
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Prophet (PBUH) is also based on this Quranic basis. Before sending Muslims to
Jihad, they always emphasized on the separation between military and civilian
objectives, and based on this, the principle of separation between military and
civilian objectives is one of the mandatory rules in Islamic Jihad and is consid-
ered a religious duty. One of the most important factors that make preparation and
equipping with all kinds of defense equipment obligatory for deterring the enemy
is maintaining the system, which is proposed as a jurisprudential rule in Islam. In
the Sharifah verse, it is also included for the defensive devices of restraining the
power and strengthening the Islamic system; Among the important evidences that
confirm this kind of evidence is the hadith ((Iza Jar Sultan Hant al-Dawlah)) of
Imam Reza (a.s.). According to this narrative, any type of oppressive tool, which
is a clear example of weapons of mass destruction, is not only not strengthening,
but also weakening, as a result, it is outside the scope of the meaning of the verse.

Conclusion

The issue of weapons of mass destruction is one of the phenomena of the present
age, and the analysis of religious rulings around it is considered one of the im-
portant issues. Contemporary jurists have enumerated some evidences in order
to try to explain the relevant rulings. One of the most important reasons for the
legality and even the Islamic necessity of using these weapons is documented in
the 60th verse of Surah Anfal, known as the preparation verse. The generality and
application of the words of this verse and the word “Torhebun” make it necessary
to be equipped with any kind of weapons, including weapons of mass destruc-
tion, this is the reason for the preliminary ruling on the permissibility of these
weapons and the promise to allocate the verse. By analyzing the verse, it was
found that the verbal meaning of the verse requires the expertise of weapons of
mass destruction from the scope of the meaning of the verse; “Torhebun” refers
to a special type of fear, “fear against desire, not against security”, which has a
lower degree than “Takhafun”. It causes fear to everyone, both the innocent and
the guilty, and drives everyone away with a stick, which is not the purpose of the
verse. Although the order for the object is the order for its accessories and prepa-
rations, but the illegitimate means are specially different from the lawful order.
Razavi’s narration confirms this expertise. The strengthening mentioned in the
verse is restrictive, and according to Imam Reza (a.s.)’s narration, any oppression
is debilitating, even if it appears to be strengthening on the surface. The most
important expedient that is imagined for numbers and terrorists is the negation of
domination and the preservation of the Islamic system, which, based on Razavi’s
narrative, will be debilitating.
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
